UNDERNEATH THIS FLAP is an 800K disk containing 20 of the most
useful utilities described in The Fully Powered Mac. Among the
programs included on the disk are:

ApFont m AutoBlack m FKey Manager B Fontsie B Layout
B MenuMaster m Oasis B Ramstart @ Randomizer @ ResEdit
B SafeLaunch ® Screen Maker B Set Paths B SuperFinder

All of the programs on the disk, and their associated documen-
tation files, have been packed (compressed) in order to squeeze
as much on the disk as possible. You must unpack each program
before you can use it. Complete unpacking instructions can be
found in Appendix A. For those of you who never read manuals,
here is a quick summary of the unpacking process:

1. The Fully Powered Mac utilities disk is not a System disk (a
disk containing a System folder), so start your Macintosh
with one of your own System disks.

2. Copy Stufflt, the unpacking program, and the file you want
to unpack from the utilities disk to a blank work disk.

3. Launch Stufflt either by double-clicking on the Stufflt icon,
or by double-clicking on the file you want to unpack. If you
launch Stufflt by the former method, use the Open com-
mand to open the window of the file you want to unpack.

4. If there is one name listed in the file window, click on it to

select it. If there is more than one, shift-click to select them

all.

Click on the Extract... button.

In the resulting Save dialog box, make sure that Stufflt in-

tends to save the unpacked files on your work disk, then

click on the Save button (if you selected one file) or the Save

All button (if you selected more than one).

7. Quit Stufflt.

Your decompressed program is now ready to run and its docu-
mentation file, if it has one, is now in a format readable by most
word processors. For information and advice on getting the most
from each of the programs on the disk, consult the appropriate
pages in The Fully Powered Mac.
